Grammar: Offers, decisions and promises
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REMEMBER!

· Use be going to to talk about predictions based on evidence and plans:

My sister is going to buy a new car. (a plan)
Look at those grey clouds! It's going to rain! (a prediction based on evidence)
· Use present continuous to talk about arrangements (when you know the place and time):

I'm travelling to Canada next weekend. I'm staying in a hotel. I'm coming back in September. (I have the plane tickets and the hotel reservation)

· Use will to talk about predictions based on your feelings, promises, offers and instant decisions.

I'll call you tonight. (a promise)

I'll help you. Shall I help you? (an offer)

You'll pass the exam! (a prediction based on feelings)

I'm thirsty. I'll buy a Coke. (an instant decision)
