She was driving fast because she was in a hurry. (reason)
She was in a hurry, so she was driving fast. (result)
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She tried to stop the car, but she hit the man.

Although she tried to stop the car, she hit the man.

She was very tired, but she couldn't sleep.

She couldn't sleep, although she was very tired.
