Grammar: Questions with do and be
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Use which when there is a limited number of options. For example,

Which shirt do you prefer? The blue one or the red one?

Questions
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· Use do, does and did with any verb except the verb to be (is, are, am, was, were).

· What is your sister like? = What's her personality?

· Use How often ...? when you want to ask about frequency. For example,
      How often do you usually go to the gym?
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(Note: adverbs of frequency go before most verbs but after the verb to be)

· You can use another word with the question word. For example,

      What newspaper do you read?

      What music did you listen to when you were an adolescent?      
      How many friends do you have?  (with plural nouns)
      How much does it cost?
