· To compare objects, cities or people, we use comparative adjectives.

My brother is taller than my father.
New York is colder than Miami in winter.

· Use comparative adverbs to compare actions.
He drives more slowly than me.

Men drive faster than women. 

· You can also use (not) as + adverb + as
He doesn't drive as fast as me. 

She speaks English as well as me. 

She runs as quickly as me.
