Grammar: Talking about experiences
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· When we use the present perfect we never say an exact date because what is important is the action/experience not the time.
For example,
I've been to a karaoke bar. (the specific time is not said)

I went to a karaoke bar last weekend. (we know the exact time)
· When we ask/answer about experiences, we begin with a present perfect question/answer. The following questions (when you ask for specific information) are in the simple past.
For example,
A: Have you ever been to Europe?

B: Yes, I have.

A: When did you go?

B: I went in 2010.

A: Did you go to Italy?

B: Yes, I did. And I also went to Germany and Spain. 
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
