Grammar: Talking about ability
I can swim. = I know how to swim.
I can't sing. = I don't know how to sing.

We use can / can't to talk about abilities. 
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· contraction: can't = cannot 
· Can / can't is the same for all persons: 

For example, 

She can ride a motorbike.

He can't dance very well.

We can play musical instruments.

I can't play the guitar.

In order of ability:
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I can swim very well. 




I can swim quite well.







I can't swim very well.










I can't swim.
