Grammar: Superlatives + ever + present perfect
We use comparative adjectives to compare two people, things or places.

But we use superlative adjectives to talk about the number one in a group. 

It's the highest mountain in Europe.
She's the best in the class.

This is the prettiest city I've ever been to. 

It's the worst film I've ever seen. 

Buenos Aires is one of the most polluted cities in Argentina.
